The Cincinnati Art Museum, located in scenic Eden Park, features an unparalleled art collection of more than 60,000 works spanning 6,000 years. Founded in 1881, the museum is one of the major artistic institutions in the city and offers FREE admission.
During the 2011-12 season, the Cincinnati Art Museum will feature the following exhibitions – Art Deco: Fashion and Design in the Jazz Age; Picasso Master Prints; Nick Cave: Meet Me at the Center of the Earth; Monet in Giverny: Landscapes of Reflection; Henry Ossawa Turner: Modern Spirit; The Art of Sound: Four Centuries of Musical Instruments; and more!
The Cincinnati Ballet is a classically-based professional ballet company performing in the region and touring as well as operating a ballet school. The organization’s primary focus is on bringing world-class ballet to the region passing along this art to future generations through their school.
Cincinnati Ballet continues to enlighten, entertain and educate audiences in 2010-2012 with stunning world premieres of all-new choreography as well as classical masterworks honoring the tradition of ballet: Kaplan New Works, Giselle, Frisch's Presents The Nutcracker, Carmen, Rite of Spring, Vivace, Ballet Toybox, Princess and the Pea, and The Steadfast Tin Soldier.
The Cincinnati Opera Association is dedicated to educating, entertaining and inspiring audiences by presenting opera performances, school tours and community programs for adults and children that meet the highest standards of artistic excellence. Founded in 1920, it is the second-oldest opera company in the country.

Cincinnati Opera’s 92nd season features a double bill of Pagliacci and Gianni Schicchi; Gershwin’s Porgy and Bess and Verdi’s classic la Traviata.
The Cincinnati Playhouse in the Park is a professional regional theatre committed to producing and presenting the broadest range of theatre while offering Tony Award-winning performances. Their mission is accomplished through works of the highest caliber produced on stage in a fiscally responsible manner and through stimulating educational and outreach programs.

The 2011-2012 season at Playhouse in the Park includes two world premieres and three regional premiere productions, as well as the return of one of the most popular musicals in its history.  These plays will captivate, entertain, enthrall and enchant Cincinnati audiences.
The Cincinnati Symphony Orchestra represents the evolution of 200 years of musical tradition. Their mission is to present the highest-quality performances of great music, bring national and international distinction to the orchestra and the community, delight and educate diverse audiences of all ages, and enhance the cultural vitality and quality of life in the region. 
The 2011-12 season ushers in a new era for the Cincinnati Pops with the Orchestra’s new conductor, John Morris Russell, and marks the 117th year for the celebrated Cincinnati Symphony Orchestra with three Creative Directors, all titans of the classical music world: composer Philip Glass, pianist Lang Lang, and conductor Rafael Frübech de Burgos.  Your vital support helps to ensure the Orchestra remains a cultural leader in Cincinnati, serving our region through unparalleled artistry and extensive community engagement. 
The Contemporary Arts Center has been a forum for progressive art and ideas serving the region for more than 65 years. As one of the first institutions in the United States dedicated to exhibiting contemporary art, it remains committed to programming that reflects "the art of the last five minutes."
The 2011-2012 season offers exciting ways for the public to engage with innovative art and artists, and to come together around contemporary issues: through programs like One Night: One Craft; speakers series and programming and artist talks; 44—the free lobby local arts series; our new Performance Program in our lower level black box theater; family programming and teacher workshops; and exhibitions ranging from the very first exhibition on music video – Spectacle: Art of the Video, Russian artist Dasha Shishkin, Greek artist Jannis Varelas, and Francis Upritchard. 
The May Festival is the oldest continuous choral festival in the Western Hemisphere and one of the only true festivals that remains in our country today. Featuring the May Festival Chorus and the Cincinnati Symphony Orchestra, the May Festival presents marvelously concentrated choral repertoire rarely found in the usual concert season.

The Taft Museum of Art is a National Historic Landmark built in 1820. The former home of Charles P. Taft and Anna Sinton Taft, the Taft Museum of Art now houses an extensive art collection that includes European and American master paintings, Chinese porcelains and European decorative arts. 

In the coming months, the Taft Museum of Art invites visitors to travel to rolling foothills outside Rome, the hopping nightclubs of Harlem in the 1920s, the verdant gardens outside of Paris, and the glamorous movie sets of Hollywood in the 1930s.
ArtWorks is a nonprofit arts organization that offers job training, creative services and public art to the Greater Cincinnati community. Through its various projects, ArtWorks fosters relationships between emerging and established artists and the Cincinnati community and transforms the urban environment. 

The Carnegie Visual and Performing Arts Center is a multidisciplinary arts venue for all ages providing events, educational programs and art exhibitions to the Northern Kentucky and Greater Cincinnati community. With five art galleries, a magnificent, newly renovated, turn-of-the-century theatre, as well as an education center, the Carnegie is the largest arts venue in Northern Kentucky. 

The 2011-2012 Season at The Carnegie will feature over 85 local and regional artists in its Galleries as well as featuring the Carnegie in Concert Series, PIPPIN, In the Next Room or The Vibrator Play, The King and I, and The Pump Boys and Dinettes.  
With the goal of introducing tri-state area children to the magic of theatre, the Children's Theatre of Cincinnati strives to include dance, visual art, opera and a variety of musical styles into their repertoire, helping children to understand all aspects of theatre. 

The Children's Theatre of Cincinnati offers professional musical productions of classic tales -- The Wizard of Oz, Pinochio and Rapunzel -- and a holiday extravaganza, Holiday Follies 2011, for children and family audiences.
The Cincinnati Chamber Orchestra is a nationally renowned symphony orchestra located in downtown Cincinnati, which offers a distinctive musical experience to the listener. Known for its unique collaborations and interactive approach to classical music, the CCO has built a reputation for interesting and accessible performances.
During the 2011-2012 season, the CCO will perform a five-concert subscription series at the School for the Creative & Performing Arts; a two-concert subscription series at Anderson Center; two collaborative performances of Handels 'Messiah' with the Cincinnati Boychoir at Christ Church Cathedral; six performances of Rodger & Hammerstein's 'The King and I' with Covington's Carnegie Visual & Performing Arts Center; and a community outreach performance of Duke Ellington's 'Such Sweet Thunder' and Michael Daugherty's Violin Concerto 'Fire & Blood' at Wilmington's Murphy Theatre. Additionally, the CCO continues to offer its educational outreach program "Footnotes" to greater Cincinnati area educational institutions. Through the ArtsWave program 'ArtsWave presents' (and per contract) CCO muscians perform at community arts centers, senior citizen centers, and public and private events in the Tristate throughout the year.
Cincinnati Shakespeare Company is a professional theater company which produces classics and rarely seen works, staging plays that are thoughtfully crafted to create an engaging experience that will resonate with audiences, inspire their thoughts and start conversations. 

Cincinnati Shakespeare Company's eighteenth season features a mix of classic works by Shakespeare and other playwrights including familiar favorites like Macbeth and Jane Austen's Sense and Sensibility, as well as lesser known gems such as Henry VII – All is True  and Love’s Labour’s Lost.
The Ensemble Theatre of Cincinnati is the exciting home to regional, world and off-Broadway premiere productions. It is a professional Equity Theatre dedicated to the production and development of original works and works new to the region.

ETC's 2011-2012 season includes some of the best and highly anticipated new titles, including the Pulitzer Prize winning Next to Normal, a world premiere musical of Snow White, and The Whipping Man by one of the most promising new American playwrights.
